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In this project, you will be designing a cereal box to represent a book that you have read. You will think of a name for your cereal, a shape and of course the ingredients! You may use a real cereal box for ideas on how to format and set up your cereal!
GENERAL DIRECTIONS:

· Find a chapter book that interests you. You may use one that you have recently started. Get the book approved by Miss Miller.
· Design your cereal box on loose-leaf first and make a rough draft. Make sure all of your info will fit on the box in the appropriate areas. 

· Proofread for spelling and grammar mistakes. 

· Get a cereal box and cover it in light colored paper, and transfer your ideas to the box. (Keep in mind it might be easier to measure the paper first to make sure it fits, then do your work and at the end glue it on the box!) 

· Create & practice your commercial. It must be 30-60 seconds in length. It must advertise the cereal as well as tell some facts about the book.
REQUIREMENTS
a) Front: Include name of your cereal and a picture. Invent a name for the cereal that is related to the title of the book and sounds like the name of a cereal. Do not use the exact title of the book. A good example for a Harry Potter book, have a cereal called Wizard Wands. Also, invent a shape for your cereal. Using the previous example your cereal could be lightning bolts. 

Make your cereal box look appealing and fun! Draw characters or other pictures to help sell your product. Look at actual cereal boxes for ideas.
b)  Back: Design a game that is based on the story. It can be a puzzle, a word game, or any other fun activity that might be found on the back of a cereal box. Make sure it includes information about the book and from the book.
c) Top: Write the title of the book, the author’s name, number of pages in the book and your name.

d) Side 1: Under the heading “Ingredients”, list the main characters and write a sentence about each one. Then describe the setting (time and place). Next create a “Nutritional facts” chart that rates the book by giving the percentage of the RDA (Recommended Daily Allowance) in several categories (humor, drama, suspense, action, education, vocabulary etc) Make sure you include these and at least three other categories of your own.
e) Side 2: Write a summary of the book. Describe the 3 elements (conflict, climax, resolution) of the plot in detail. Also, on this side, include the description of your prize. See below for explanation. If you have space left on this side, you may include any ideas of your own.
f) Inside Prize: Cereal boxes often include a prize. Your cereal must include a prize that is based on one of the characters. It must be something that he/she could have used in the book. This will be made and kept in the inside of the box; the explanation will be on side 2 of the box.

g) The last component of your cereal box will be to advertise it by doing a commercial. This commercial should be 30-60 seconds in length. Practice your commercial to make sure of the timing. Use the following guidelines for writing the commercial:


- be dynamic! Try to convince the audience to buy the cereal whether they liked the 

book or not.


- you may consider discussing the “nutritional value” of the cereal as part of your sales 

pitch


- you could be a character from the book to help promote the cereal


- be creative and have fun with this! You will be presenting it to the class!

	Satisfactory. Includes a game, although it is hard to understand and is not necessarily about the book. Unorganized and a bit messy. 
	Needs improvement. Game is not about the book, or may not be included. No effort was put into the thought of the game and back cover. 
	  

	Side One 
	Exceptionally done. Includes Ingredients and Nutritional facts. Additional categories were included and creativity was used. Setting is described in detail. Looks attractive and well organized. 
	Well done. Includes Ingredients and Nutritional facts. Some additional categories were included and creativity was used. Setting is described. Looks attractive and well organized, although some more planning could have been used. 
	Satisfactory. Includes Ingredients and Nutritional facts. No additional categories were included. Setting is described, but could have been more in depth. More thought could have been put into the organization and attractiveness. 
	Needs improvement. One or more requirements are missing. Minimal effort and thought was put into this. 
	  

	Side Two & Prize 
	Exceptionally done. Includes summary of book where 3 elements are explained in detail. There is a description of the prize and it is included inside. The prize is creative and makes sense with the story. The side is set up in an organized and attractive fashion. 
	Well done. Includes summary of book where 3 elements are explained. There is a description of the prize and it is included inside. The prize is creative and makes sense with the story. The side could have had a bit more organization and planning to make it more attractive. 
	Satisfactory. Includes summary although may be missing some elements. There is a description of the prize and it may not be included inside. It may not make sense with the story. The side is not set up as well as it should have been. 
	Needs improvement. One or more requirements are missing. Minimal thought and effort was put into this. 
	  

	Spelling and Punctuation 
	Exceptionally done. There are no spelling, grammar or punctuation mistakes. 
	Well done. There are minimal spelling, grammar or punctuation mistakes. 
	Satisfactory. There are quite a few spelling, grammar and punctuation mistakes. 
	Needs Improvement. There are many spelling, grammar, and punctuation mistakes. 
	

	Overall Appearance 
	The cereal box is creative and interesting to read. It has no distracting errors and has an eye-catching appearance. It appears the student spent a lot of effort getting things just right. 
	The cereal box is creative and interesting to read. It has almost no distracting errors and it's appearance is pleasant to look at. It appears the student worked hard on it. 
	The cereal box is fairly readable but the quality is poor on some parts. It looks like the student ran out of time or didn't put care into it. 
	Very messy and hard to read. It looks like the student threw it together at the last minute without much care.
